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Plastics 

(#1-#7) 

If you can answer YES to these three questions, then it is probably recyclable. 1) 
Does it have a number 1-7 in the revolving arrows? 2) Is it a container? 3) Is it rigid? 

(No garbage cans, kiddie pools, plastic toys, plant pots, 5-gallon pails or milk crates) 

The italicized items go into the compactor for a fee. See attendant.

Tin Rinsed and Clean 
Canned Food, Pet Food, Soup 

and Empty Aerosol Cans 
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Cardboard & 

Mixed Paper 

All Clean and dry loose paper; cardboard, staples, paperclips and window envelopes.  

No waxed cardboard (No O.J. Containers, for example) - please break down all 

boxes!

 Aluminum All Rinsed and Clean. Soda, Beer & Juice Cans 

 Glass All colors and sizes of glass; no auto glass. Please remove corks and lids.   Bottles, Jars 

 Brush Pile 
No pressure-treated, painted or varnished wood; no plywood or furniture. If you are 

unsure about anything, please ask an attendant. 
Brush and Clean Wood
